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She creates her illustrations using a mobile
application.  She started drawing on her phone
and gradually moved to a tablet. She usually
spends 8 to 24 hours on a single artwork, spread
over two weeks or even months.

She prefers traditional drawing, but digital art
gives her more freedom – it allows her to correct
mistakes and refine details to achieve a more
perfect result.
Seeing the finished piece always brings her joy.
